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Delaying Outcome, Hastened Mass Killing

The world leaders committed that they would conclude the climate negotiations by 2009. The much heightened expectation wasn’t fulfilled as the world leaders have failed to deliver a legally binding outcome that would allow the planet Earth to ensure a climate safer future. The representatives of the global community gathered again in Durban, with an expectation that the leadership would agree to ensure that the rise in temperature would be limited to 2⁰C, keeping the hope to restrict such rise within 1.5⁰C alive, and allowing most vulnerable countries to reduce their vulnerability by means of quickly mobilizing adaptation finance and implementing adaptation measures.
However, we are sorry to observe that, in COP17, the glob al leadership have threatened to withdraw from the only legally binding instrument available towards achieving the above mentioned goals. Not only the Annex-1 parties have forced the planet and its deprived humanity to suffer from climate induced hazards and extremes, now they have the audacity to threaten to withdraw from the Kyoto Protocol and to keep the humanity under hostage. 
It is well established now that the negotiated regime should ensure a wider, deeper cut in emission, especially by the Annex-1 countries, must be agreed with immediate effect. The science demands that the global peaking of emissions must not be extended beyond 2015, and the overall emission should be reduced by at least 45% below 1990 levels by 2020, with a subsequent aim of reducing emissions above 85% below 1990 levels by 2050. 
We are horrified to notice that the global leaders have also taken a tactic to delay the process towards a less damaging settlement, by asking for a prolonged negotiation process and a negotiated regime that would delay any significant progress until 2020. Agreeing to any delay means, according to present scientific assessments, more deaths and destructions across the globe, which the global community – especially the innocent victims in the most vulnerable countries – can hardly afford.
We must understand, people are dying. We must also realize, we cannot allow such mass killings to be continued.
The current negotiations with a notion to delay the overall outcome will not help. Not even if a lukewarm progress is made by offering significant finance since 2020. The responsible parties and their political masters must respond to the science based urgencies and stop causing increasing deaths and destructions. Otherwise, they will be charged with accusation of committing to deliberate mass killing.
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
